DAY 1: FLY OVERNIGHT TO ITALY

DAY 2: ROME

Welcome to Rome, the Eternal City. You’re 
greeted at the airport by your specially trained 
Language Immersion Program Director, who 
will be with you throughout your tour. Visit the 
backstreets of the Trastevere neighborhood and 
Janiculum Hill, an important section of Rome 
that most people never see. Venture farther 
north toward the Italian steps and the Piazza 
del Popolo. Taste the best tiramisu in Rome at 
Pompi, the self-proclaimed “King of Tiramisu,” 
before roaming the center of Roman shopping, 
Via del Corso and Via Condotti.

DAY 3: ROME

– �Discover Rome’s city-center on foot, with stops 
at the Trevi Fountain, the Pantheon, Piazza 
Navona, and the Spanish Steps.

– �Take an expertly guided tour of the Colosseum 
and the Roman Forum.

DAY 4: ROME

Today’s Theme: Italian History, Past and 
Present—The civilization of Ancient Rome dates 
back almost 3,000 years. Centered in the city of 
Rome, the Roman Empire expanded to become 
one of the largest empires in the ancient world. 
Today is your chance to experience a taste of that 
world, as well as the more recent history of Italy.

– �Practice your conversational Italian and learn 
about the country’s history during an interactive 
language lesson.

– �Experience what it was like to be one of Rome’s 
famed gladiators. Learn the basics of hand-to-
hand combat and model ancient armor as you 
follow in the sandaled footsteps of Spartacus.

DAY 5: ROME

Today’s Theme: Italian Culinary Traditions—
Italian cuisine, perhaps the most famous cuisine 
in the world, has developed over centuries from 
the Etruscans, Greeks, and Romans. Many 
people know Italy for its pizza, pasta, and cheese, 
but most don’t know that Italian cuisine is best 
characterized by its simplicity, with only 4-8 
ingredients in most dishes. The quality of the 
ingredients is of utmost importance, as you’ll 
taste for yourself today.

– �Visit Rome’s most famous outdoor market, 
Campo de Fiori. Surrounded by medieval 
buildings and outdoor cafés, the Campo de 
Fiori is home to everything from fruits and 
vegetables to pasta, meats, and cheeses. 	
This morning you’ll interact with local vendors 	
during a market challenge and try traditional 
Italian foods.

– �Review and practice food-related vocabulary in 
an interactive language lesson.

– Try your hand at preparing authentic Italian 	
   foods during a cooking class.

DAY 6: ROME

Today’s Theme: Italian Culture, Past 
and Present—Italy is considered a cultural 
superpower by many, and has been credited as 
the birthplace of Western civilization because of 
its ties to the Roman Empire, the Roman Catholic 
Church, the Renaissance, and the European 
Union. Today is your chance to learn more about 
a country with a storied past and a rich culture 
all its own.

– �Discuss the differences between Italian and 
American culture during an interactive 	
language lesson.

– �Participate in a cultural exchange activity with 
locals. Whether it’s trivia, a pickup soccer 
game, a student-guided walking tour, or a 
community project, you’ll hear about life in 
Rome and what it’s like to call Italy home. Of 
course, Italian locals will want to learn about 
life in the U.S., so be ready to answer their 
questions, too!

DAY 7: ROME

Today’s Theme: Daily Life in Italy— 
Family is an extremely important part of 
Italian life, and many households in Italy are 
multigenerational. Socialization happens most 
often outside the home, where teens will grab 
an aperitivo, and you’ll often find entire families 
(with infants) at a dance club. Today you’ll get to 
hear more about daily life in Italy and compare it 
to your own. 

– �Interact with locals during a city-wide 
scavenger hunt.

– �Talk about daily life and activities during an 
interactive language lesson.

– �Enjoy a homemade dinner with locals, the 
perfect opportunity to gain unique insight into 
life in Italy today.

DAY 8: ROME

Today’s Theme: Italian Art—Italy was the 
fulcrum of European art during the Renaissance, 
and many of the world’s most famous artists 
came from Italy during that period. The church, 
the state, and the Italian nobility invested heavily 
in Italian artists during the Renaissance, allowing 
them to flourish. Today you’ll see many of their 
works up close in the Vatican Museums.

– �Master art-related terms while practicing  
your conversational Italian in an interactive 
language lesson.

– �Take a guided tour of Vatican City, where you’ll 
admire the Sistine Chapel and St. Peter’s 
Basilica.

– �Enjoy more time to explore Rome.

Piccola, the Belvedere of Tragara, and the 
ruins of the Imperial Roman villas.

– �Enjoy an island cruise around Capri. Take 
in the famous limestone crags called sea 
stacks, or the Faraglioni.

– �Return to Rome for your final evening in 
   the city.
